Force, a further five years in the private

“Our philosophy is based on using
communication to resolve a potentially
dangerous situation without having to resort
to physical contact. It's about planning,
preparation and predicting  situations
before they arise. Personal experience
and industry feedback shows that placing
women security personnel in  positions
of dealing with difficult situations, in most
cases where men are the instigators of
conflict, means the end result is a less

aggressive outcome,” she said.

Female security personnel are seen
as having less obvious or dominating
characteristics regarding their physical
presence at events, where often a more
subtle security presence is preferred. U-
Nome will focus on VIP and corporate
events, fashion festivals, music events and
gay community events.

“We wil focus on areas where female
security personnel can use their skills to
provide a highllevel of protection and control.
This might be for a high profile musician who
might prefer a female presence or even at
fashion festival events where there is a high
female patronage,” said Naomi.

Paul Mullet, Secretary of the Police
Association has endorsed the business and
is pleased that it will offer ex female police
officers a viable career option.
